California Declares Short-lived Power Emergency

The California Independent System Operator declared a short-lived power transmission emergency early Thursday due to an unplanned outage on a major transmission line, spokesman Gregg Fishman said.  Fishman said an unexpected outage occurred on the DC Pacific Intertie, a key link between southern California and the Pacific Northwest, around 2:53 a.m. PST (0853 GMT).  Power was traveling north at the time and so the outage left California with too much electricity.  "When we lost the transfer capacity, we were in an over-generation situation in southern California. We declared an emergency so we could immediately require units to reduce output," Fishman said.

Group Seeks to Stop Kan. Wind Farm Project
A coalition of ranchers, conservationists and wildlife enthusiasts sued Wednesday to halt development of a large wind farm in one of North America's few remaining stands of native tallgrass prairie.  The proposed wind farm would be the state's biggest producer of wind energy. The $190 million project would bring 100 wind turbines -- each nearly 400 feet tall -- to an 8,000-acre plot three miles south of Beaumont, 45 miles east of Wichita. Update -- Detroit Edison Determines Cause of Non-Radioactive Cooling Water Leak Detroit Edison officials, operators of the Fermi 2 Power Plant in Newport, Mich., have determined the cause of a cooling water leak that prompted the shutdown of the plant Monday afternoon.  A gasket on one of 14 air cooling units in the plant's containment structure was the cause of the leak of non-radioactive cooling water. Inspection crews discovered the damaged gasket on the inlet to the cooler Tuesday afternoon.

It was not immediately clear what caused the rupture 12:30 a.m. Wednesday.
