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Update -- Electricity Being restored in FL and GA
More than 30,000 customers lost power in Florida from an ice storm on Saturday.  Although most customers are expected to have power restored by today, Flint Energies officials said it could be Wednesday before electricity is restored to some of their rural customers.  "We're going to continue doing as much as we can to restore services," Flint Energies spokeswoman Marian Pearce said Monday. She said about 350 Flint Energy customers were without power Monday afternoon and most of those customers were in Peach and Marion counties.  At the peak of the storm Saturday night, more than 300,000 homes and businesses across Georgia had no power. Hardest hit areas include Macon and metro Atlanta, Georgia Power spokesman Mike Tyndall said.  As of noon February 1, approximately 1,400 customers of Georgia's 42 electric membership cooperatives (EMCs) are without power due to the ice storm that hit the state during the weekend. The numbers of EMC customers out of power has decreased sharply from a high of 87,000 customers on Sunday.

Pennsylvania Explosion Hits ExxonMobil Pipeline
The fire that struck a Mobil Pipe Line products pipeline in Pennsylvania Tuesday morning moves petroleum products from Valero's 160,000 b/d refinery in Paulsboro, New Jersey, a spokesman for the ExxonMobil pipeline company said in a phone interview. The spokesman was unable to say whether the main line or a spur line had been shut by the fire, which occured at about 6:30 a.m. 

A spokesman for Valero released this statement on February 1, 2005:

We have received many calls asking whether the explosion of the fuel pipeline owned by Exxon Mobil Corp. near our Paulsboro refinery will have any impact on our operations there.  Although our Paulsboro refinery typically ships 60 to 70,000 BPD of products through that pipeline, we do have other options to

transport those barrels to market. So there should be no significant impact to operations.

Belleville Could Reopen Tuesday Afternoon

By Tuesday afternoon, barge traffic is expected to resume for the first time in two weeks at the Belleville Locks and Dam on the Ohio River in West Virginia, signaling an end to a serious supply situation that depleted coal stockpiles at utility generating stations up and down the river.  Although two of the four barges that sank at the lock Jan. 6 remain in the river, workers were able to clear obstructions enough to enable commerce to begin flowing again unimpeded for the first time since Jan. 19 when all navigation stopped along a 42-mile stretch of the river.
