Kewaunee Nuclear Plant Not Likely to Reopen for Weeks 

According to a statement by Wisconsin Public Service Corp, the Kewaunee nuclear power generating station shut down since February 20 will not return to full power until sometime in mid-April.  Before the plant can reopen, a backup cooling water pump must be redesigned to meet a new Nuclear Regulatory Commission standard.  The new standard is aimed at sharply reducing or even eliminating the potential damage to nuclear plants from tornadoes.  .

IEA Reports World oil up by 885,000 b/d in February
According to the latest report of the International Energy Agency (IEA) total world oil production increased by 885,000 b/d during February from the level reached in January.
