PSE&G to Get New NJ Transformers Online Late June 2005
Public Service Electric and Gas Co. expects to start three transformers at its Branchburg, New Jersey, substation by the end of June despite problems with one of the new transformers, a company spokeswoman said Thursday.  PSE&G reduced the amount of power moving through the two banks of transformers currently at Branchburg from over 1,600 megawatts to about 1,200 MW in early 2004 after technicians determined the wires exiting the transformers could overheat if more power flowed through the units.  The reduced power flow has caused some transmission congestion in the eastern part of the Mid-Atlantic power grid on high demand days.
