Here is a quote from the Federal Register Notice issued today: “Today, EPA takes final action requiring 28 States and the District of Columbia to adopt and submit revisions to their State implementation plans (SIPs), under the requirements of CAA section 110(a)(2)(D), that would eliminate specified amounts of SO2 and/or NOX emissions. Each State may independently determine which emissions sources to subject to controls, and which control measures to adopt. The EPA’s analysis indicates that emissions reductions from electric generating units (EGUs) are highly cost effective, and EPA encourages States to adopt controls for EGUs.”  (Page, 25165)
