Phoenix Substation Fire Leaves 50,000 in the Dark
A fire at an electrical substation in the Phoenix area left 50,000 homes and businesses without power in the early hours of Tuesday morning, utility Arizona Public Service said.  The Phoenix-based utility, a unit of Pinnacle West Capital Corp., said that all but 13,000 of the customers had already had service restored and the rest should be back up later on Tuesday morning.  Arizona Public Service spokesman Damon Gross warned, however, that further blackouts are possible in the area later in the day when temperatures and loads begin to climb. "Some may experience outages as well later today," Gross said. SCEs Nev. Mohave 2 Power Plant Back in Service
Southern California Edison Co.s 790 megawatt Mohave 2 coal-fired power plant in Nevada returned to service by early Tuesday, the California Independent System Operator said in a power plant outage report. The unit had been shut since about July 19. There are two 790 MW coal-fired units (1 and 2) at Mohave, which is in Clark County where Las Vegas is located. FirstEnergy to Repair Faulty Device at Ohio Nuke
FirstEnergy Corp. said Tuesday it would repair a monitoring instrument at the 1,320- megawatt Perry nuclear plant in Ohio after the device indicated a false radiation reading in the ventilation system early this morning. In a statement, FirstEnergy, of Akron, Ohio, said the ventilation system processes and filters gas from the plants turbine. The instrument monitoring the system indicated higher than normal levels of radiation, which automatically activated additional monitors. Those monitors all indicated normal readings. Plant technicians took multiple gas samples to verify that the single reading was incorrect, and began inspecting the defective monitor early Tuesday morning. There was no release of radiation to the environment, and the plant continued to operate at full power. In accordance with plant procedures, FirstEnergy declared an Alert at 3:44 a.m. EDT to the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission. The Alert was over at 9:01 a.m. An Alert is the second lowest of the NRCs four emergency classifications. http://biz.yahoo.com/rc/040720/utilities_firstenergy_perry_1.html
AmerGen's IL Clinton Nuke up to 94 Pct Power
AmerGen Energy Co.'s 950 megawatt Clinton nuclear unit in Illinois ramped up to 94 percent of capacity by early Tuesday, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission said in its power reactor status report.  On Monday morning, the unit was operating at 27 percent of capacity after exiting a forced outage begun on about July 13.
