Storms Leave Thousands in Northeast without Power August 14
Powerful storms with winds gusting to 80 mph passed through eastern Pennsylvania, northern New Jersey, southeastern New York, Connecticut and eastern Massachusetts on Sunday.  More than 80,000 PSE&G customers in New Jersey were without power Sunday, and 30,000 were still without power Monday morning.  More than 50,000 customers in Massachusetts, including around 41,600 Massachusetts Electric Company customers and about 14,000 NStar customers lost power. In Connecticut, Connecticut Light and Power reported that over 22,000 customers lost power at the height of the storm, without 15,702 still without power as of 7 am Monday. In New York, Long Island Power Authority reported that about 10,000 customers lost power, with about 2,600 still without power at dawn Monday.
