Entergy Restores Partial Power to 4 Refineries after Rita

Entergy Corp. restored partial electric service to four of the seven oil refineries shut due to Hurricane Rita in its southeast Texas and southwest Louisiana service territory, a spokeswoman for the New Orleans-based company said Friday.  These four refineries are ConocoPhillips’ 255,000 barrel-per-day Lake Charles refinery in West Lake, Louisiana,  Citgo Petroleum Corp.'s 324,000 bpd refinery in Lake Charles, Louisiana,  Calcasieu Refining Co.'s 30,000 bpd Lake Charles refinery, and Exxon Mobil Corp.'s 350,000 bpd refinery in Beaumont, Texas.

Storms Across Northeast Leave Thousands without Power on Thursday

New Hampshire: Public Service of New Hampshire reported 11,000 customers statewide without power as of 5 p.m. September 29.  

Vermont:  About 5,200 Central Vermont Public Service Corp customers had no power, and another 2,500 Lyndonville Electric Department customers had no power.  

Maine: At the peak of the storm, more than 20,000 Central Maine Power Company customers were in the dark, but that had been reduced to 9,100 by 9 pm Thursday.  In Northern Maine, close to 10,000 Bangor Hydro-Electric Co customers lost power.

Massachusetts: About 44,000 Nstar customers lost power as did an additional 20,000 Massachusetts Electric customers.

Connecticut: About 18,164 Connecticut Light & Power customers lost electricity.

Pennsylvania: About 10,000 residents in Southwestern Pennsylvania lost electricity.

Marathon Detroit Refinery Shutting Down to Complete Clean Fuels Project

Marathon will shut down normal refinery operations in Detroit for about 50 days to finish the last stage of their clean fuels project.  The refinery is being modified to enable it to produce low sulfur gasoline and ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel, and will also increase the capacity of the refinery from 74,000 barrels per day to 100,000 barrels per day.  The project should be completed in mid-November.
