Pacific DC Intertie Shut for Maintenance October 11

Before the on-peak hours on Tuesday, the transmission capacity on the DC line will hold steady at 1,000 MW, the Bonneville Power Administration said in a report.  Transmission capacity on the California/Oregon AC power lines meanwhile would also hold steady at 4,600 MW from Friday through Monday before dipping to 3,800 MW on Tuesday, the BPA said.

House Passes Bill to Encourage Refinery Construction
The bill is intended to speed up the permitting process and encourage refineries to be built outside the Gulf of Mexico region.  The bill directs the president to single out federal land where a refinery may be built.  Critics said this would lead to more pollution and worried that States may be force to take refineries they did not want.  The bill also limits to six the different blends of gasoline and diesel fuel that refiners would be required to produce, reversing a trend of using so-called "boutique" fuels to satisfy clean air demands.  Some State officials complained the provision could limit states' ability to implement federal clean air requirements, would.  In addition, the bill increases the Northeast heating oil reserve from 2 million barrels to 5 million barrels.
