US Gulf Coast Energy Repairs Will Continue Until June-EIA

The complete recovery of hurricane-hit U.S. crude oil and natural gas production and pipeline facilities will continue until the middle of 2006, about three months longer than previously estimated, the U.S. Energy Information Administration said on Tuesday.

Entergy Still Working on Louisiana Michoud Power Plant
Entergy Corp. is still working on the 825-megawatt Michoud gas/oil power plant in Louisiana damaged by Hurricane Katrina in late August, a company spokeswoman said Tuesday.  She noted the New Orleans-based company completed the repairs over the past few weeks on the power plants damaged by Hurricane Rita in late September, including the units at the 1,890 MW Sabine gas/oil station in Texas.  Separately, the spokeswoman said the company continued to repair the 485 MW Harrison County gas-fired station in Texas. Harrison shut on May 13 after a ruptured natural gas pipeline damaged the plant.

Fire Hits Venezuela Cardon Plant, Injures 20

A fire on Monday at Venezuela's Cardon refinery hit an alkylation unit currently under maintenance and injured 20 workers in the second incident at the plant in the last two weeks, said an official of state oil firm PDVSA.  The fire did not affect fuel exports from the refinery because the unit was undergoing repair work.  Some U.S.-based traders are playing down the potential impact of the refinery fire.  The 300,000 barrel per day Cardon refinery is part of the giant 940,000 bpd Amuay-Cardon refinery, Venezuela's largest product exporting plant and the hemisphere's biggest refining complex.

Chevron Plans to Build Underground Nat Gas Storage Facility in Colorado

A division of Chevron U.S.A. Inc., Chevron Global Gas, plans to build an underground natural gas storage facility, named Windy Hill, in northeastern Colorado near the town of Brush in Morgan County.  On November 2, Chevron filed an application with FERC seeking authorization for Windy Hill, which will include four salt storage caverns with total working natural gas capacity of 6 billion cubic feet.  Construction is planned for 2006, or as soon as the project receives authorization from the FERC.  Service from the first two storage caverns is expected in 2008, with the third and fourth storage caverns following in 2010.
