Damaged Barge Leaking off the Coast of Louisiana

A barge carrying no. 6 fuel oil from Houston to Tampa struck underwater debris last week and tore a hole in a 7,142 barrel capacity storage tank.  On Sunday, while the Coast Guard was preparing the ship for an expected storm, the remaining fuel was being pumped out.  Containment booms have been deployed around the spill.  It is unclear how much oil was spilled, but oil could be seen 3 miles southwest of the barge, according to the Coast Guard.

Pieces of Nuclear Fuel Rods Missing at Hatch Nuclear Plant in Georgia

Georgia Power indicated that more than five feet of spent fuel rods removed from a reactor could not be found during an inventory last month.  A Georgia Power spokesperson said that the pieces were probably either shipped to a waste disposal facility or are in containment pools, and just haven’t been found yet.  The rods could not leave the plant without setting off its radiation monitors.
