Los Angeles to Build Power Line to (Salton) Inland Sea

New high-voltage power lines, part of the "Green Path," are to be built by 2010 to take power from geothermal fields in southeastern California to Los Angeles, San Diego and areas east of those cities, private and public agencies involved said on Thursday.  Lines from the Imperial Valley near the Salton Sea, an inland lake that is below sea level, will be upgraded and new lines built in the next five years, said Juan-Carlos Sandoval, assistant manager for planning and engineering for one of the three agencies in the project, the Imperial Irrigation District.  Eventually, the power produced by the geothermal fields near the Salton Sea will supply Los Angeles with 12 percent of its power needs.
