Oil up on BP fire, Iraq, heating oil concern

Crude prices rose sharply Tuesday, pulling out of earlier doldrums, as a Rotterdam refinery fire, new export disruptions in Iraq and renewed concerns about US heating oil inventories combined to push the market higher. North Sea Brent on London's International Petroleum Exchange was trading at $46.50/bbl at 1658 GMT, up $1.22/bbl on Monday's close, while US light crude on the New York Mercantile Exchange was trading at $49.97/bbl, up $1.33/bbl. BP said its majority-owned 400,000 b/d Nerefco refinery was still running at just 50% of capacity after a small fire broke out in one of its crude distillation units as it was being restarted after maintenance.
