Quebec Group Damages Tower Carrying Power to U.S.

A Quebec anti-globalization group has claimed responsibility for a blast that damaged a transmission tower channeling electricity from the Canadian province to the United States, police said on Tuesday.  An individual or group identifying itself as Initiative de resistance Internationaliste sent an e-mail to Quebec media outlets on Sunday claiming responsibility for the damage to the tower near Coaticook, just a few kilometers (miles) from the border with Vermont.  The damage did not interrupt the flow of electricity on the 450,000 volt line, which is used only to carry power from Quebec to the New England Power Pool.  The tower was leaning to one side, but could be repaired rather than replaced.

Update -- Likely Cause of Delaware River Oil Spill Found
A survey team comprised of members of the U.S. Coast Guard, Army Corps of Engineers, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration and a private contractor representative for the vessel owner has located a metal object in the vicinity where the oil spill is suspected to have originated.  Using multiple sonar technologies, the object was found approximately 700 feet away from the CITGO dock in the anchorage area. Divers pinpointed the location of the object and identified it as a 15-foot curved piece of pipe. Preliminary forensic tests of the paint on the pipe and paint on the vessel are a positive match. Further testing will also be conducted.  GPS tracking of the M/V ATHOS I indicates it passed over the object as it was being moved into place at the pier.
