As of 4 p.m. Monday, AEP said that about 4,000 homes in the Reynoldsburg area remained without power.  Surrounding cities including Bexley and Whitehall also had areas that were still without power.  The devastating ice storm that occurred last Wednesday night and Thursday morning left nearly all of Reynoldsburg without power and littered many residents' lawns with downed trees and tree branches.  Nearly 500,000 people were without power in Franklin and surrounding counties as a result of the storm.

Salem Unit 1 Returns to Full Power 

Unit 1 at Public Service Enterprise Group Inc.'s Salem nuclear reactor in southern New Jersey returned to full power early Thursday following repairs to a steam-generator pump.  On December 26, 2004, output at the 1,096-megawatt Unit 1 was reduced to 25 percent of capacity to perform the repairs.  The facility is located in Hancocks Bridge, New Jersey across the Delaware River from Wilmington, Delaware.  The adjacent 1,092-megawatt Unit 2 is operating at full power, according to the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission's daily reactor status report.

Nigeria Chief Says Chevron Dispute Over
A Nigerian community, which forced ChevronTexaco to shut in 20,000 barrels per day of crude for weeks, has ended its dispute with the U.S. company.   Villagers from the Niger Delta village of Kula besieged three flow stations operated by Chevron and Royal Dutch Shell on December 5 in a dispute over jobs and development, forcing the companies to shut in a total of 120,000 bpd.  Kula chief Anab Sara-Igbe told Reuters on Thursday his community had signed a memorandum of understanding with Chevron earlier this week.  He also said his community was in talks with Shell that were expected to lead to the re-opening of Shell's 100,000 bpd output.

Lyondell Citgo Texas Refinery Compressor Shut
Lyondell Citgo Refining shut down a coker compressor at its 260,000-barrel-per-day refinery in Houston, Texas, according to a company filing with state regulators.  The refinery has 97,000-bpd coker capacity in two units. The company reported the "loss of 737 Coker Compressor C-201" in a filing on the Web site of the Texas Commission for Environmental Quality.  The cause of the failure was still under investigation.  The filing did not say whether there was any loss of production or whether other coking units were shut.

Statoil Won't Be Allowed to Reopen Oil Fields by End of Year

Statoil ASA, Norway's largest oil company will have to wait until next year to restore daily production of 205,000 barrels of oil from two North Sea fields that were shut down by a leak a month ago.  Statoil, which had aimed to reopen the Snorre A and Vigdis platforms before the end of the year, still lacks the necessary verification that it's safe to start pumping oil, Inger Anda, a spokeswoman at Norway's Petroleum Safety Authority, said in a telephone interview Thursday.
