Wind Power Projects in West Virginia Receive Green Light
State regulators, in one of their first major decisions since Gov. Joe Manchin took office, quietly rejected a request for a moratorium on construction of wind power sites in West Virginia.   The Jan. 25 order by the state Public Service Commission gives a green light to two developers who already have PSC permits to build wind projects in Grant County this year. US Wind Force plans to build up to 166 turbines in Grant County under the name Mount Storm Wind Force, while NedPower plans to build another 200 towers nearby. Both projects would dwarf the state's one existing wind farm -- the 44-tower Mountaineer Wind Energy Center in Tucker County.

CONSOL Energy to Temporarily Seal Buchanan Mine
CONSOL Energy Inc. will temporarily seal its Buchanan Mine near Keen Mountain, Virginia in order to extinguish a localized fire that developed in the mine. Based on a review of gas samples from the mine that have been collected and analyzed by company as well as by state and federal safety officials, the company concluded that a fire exists in a localized area adjacent to the longwall mining system. A large rock fall behind the longwall mining section at the Buchanan Mine occurred Monday afternoon.  It is believed that this ignition caused a fire to start. The purpose of temporarily sealing the mine is to reduce or displace the oxygen in order to render the mine atmosphere inert. The sealing of the mine will be accomplished by placing temporary, removable seals on the shafts. The company expects that the sealing process will be completed today.
