The reactor, shut Feb. 18, is currently operating at 88 percent of capacity.  The 1,134-megawatt reactor, one of two units at the plant in Limerick, Pennsylvania, is 21 miles northwest of Philadelphia.

1,243 MW APS Palo Verde 1 Nuke up to Full Power, AZ

Arizona Public Service's (APS) 1,243-megawatt unit 1 at the Palo Verde nuclear station in Arizona exited an outage and returned to full power by early Tuesday, the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission said in its power reactor status report.  The company shut the unit on Feb. 9 to fix a failed breaker that feeds off-site power into the plant.

AmerGen Energy Co.'s 1,026-megawatt Clinton nuclear station in Illinois dipped to 29 percent of capacity by early Tuesday, the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission said in its power reactor status report.  On Friday, the unit was operating at 96 percent of capacity.  The Clinton station is located in the town of Clinton in De Witt County about 160 miles southwest of Chicago.

Entergy Corp.'s 966-megawatt River Bend nuclear plant in Louisiana shut Feb. 19 to replace a degraded transformer.  The single-reactor plant is located in St. Francisville, about 30 miles northwest of Baton Rouge.

846 MW Duke Oconee 3 Nuke up to 19 Percent Power, SC

North Carolina-based Duke Energy Corp.'s 846-megawatt unit 3 at the Oconee nuclear station in South Carolina exited an outage and ramped up to 19 percent of capacity by early Tuesday, the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission said in its power reactor status report.  The company shut the unit on Feb. 17 to fix a non-radioactive leak on an instrument line associated with one of the steam generators in the secondary system.

The company said it would restart the unit as soon as practicable.  The Oklaunion plant is located in the town of Vernon in Wilbarger County about 190 miles northwest of Dallas.

Oil Surges above $51 a Barrel as Cold Boosts Heating Demand

Crude oil surged above $51 a barrel in New York, reaching the highest since Nov. 1, as colder-than-normal weather in the U.S. and Europe raised demand for furnace fuels.  Crude oil for March delivery rose $2.95, or 6.1 percent, to $51.30 a barrel at 2:01 p.m. on the New York Mercantile Exchange.  Oil has climbed 26 percent from a four-month closing low of $40.71 a barrel on Dec. 10 amid stronger-than-expected demand and concern that falling prices would prompt OPEC to cut production.
