Grid Rules For Large Wind Turbines Set By FERC

After finalizing a set of rules, earlier in May, for U.S. wind power turbines smaller than 20 megawatts to link to the transmission grid, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission finalized a set of rules Wednesday for wind power turbines larger than 20 megawatts to connect to the nation's electricity transmission grid.  "The rule recognizes the technical differences in the design and operational characteristics of wind generating technology," FERC commissioners said in a statement.  According to the American Wind Energy Association, an additional 2,500 megawatts of new production capacity are expected in 2005.
