Update to Pennsylvania Outages - 60,000 Affected
EAD’s Monday report showed 26,000 customers in Pennsylvania without electricity after fast-moving storms moved through the area Monday afternoon.   Recent news sources cite downed wires and damaged equipment from over 12,000 lightning strikes and heavy rains as causing power outages in southeastern Pennsylvania (Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia counties).  In total, the storm caused outages for nearly 60,000 customers, with the most extensive damage in Chester and Bucks counties.
