Oil Production Quota Raised, As Expected, by OPEC

For the fifth time in the last year, OPEC agreed to a 500,000 bpd increase in oil output quotas, which some analysts have viewed as mainly symbolic, saying recent production increases haven't slowed oil's rise.  Saudi Arabia's Oil Minister Ali al-Naimi is quoted by Reuters as saying, "We've assessed the market and concluded that there is plentiful supply and the problem is with refining." OPEC ministers also agreed that another increase of the same size may be ordered at a later date.

Construction of LNG Terminal and Connecting Pipeline in Texas Approved
Today, FERC approved the construction of an onshore liquefied natural gas terminal, named Vista del Sol terminal, near Corpus Christi, Texas, along with 25 miles of connecting pipeline.
