Crude Pipeline Linking North and South Iraq On Fire

A key crude pipeline linking northern and southern Iraq was still burning Monday after an explosion caused by sabotage, the director general of the oil ministry's pipeline company said. The "strategic pipeline" was blown up Sunday afternoon in a section running between Karbala, in the south, and Ramadi, west of Baghdad, Saleh Aziz said. The pipeline linked the north and the south but Aziz did not say what the break meant to exports or to the country's refineries. Other news reports put the explosion near al-Huajah about 18 km (11 miles) south of restive Fallujah, where fighting between US troops and Iraqis in April left scores dead. The explosion came one day after an export pipeline was blown up in the al-Faw peninsula in southern Iraq. Southern crude export capacity dropped in half after the explosion. Iraq is currently exporting under 1.0-mil b/d at the Persian Gulf Basra and Khor al-Amaya terminals.

Repairs to Hit Iraqi Pipe to Take Several Days: Ministry Source

A key export pipeline in southern Iraq damaged by an explosion Saturday could take at least three more days to fix, an Iraqi Oil Ministry source said Tuesday. Southern oil exports were cut in half when the 48-inch diameter line on the al-Faw Peninsula was blown up Saturday, according to the ministry source. Crude carried on the pipeline and on another line to an offshore Persian Gulf terminal can reach 80,000 bbl/hour, or 1.92-mil b/d. The ministry source refused to confirm an Al Jazeera television network report Tuesday that oil was again flowing through the damaged line. Saturday's sabotage was originally reported to be a break caused by stress to the aging lines. The two main southern export lines only recently started pumping again after sabotage three weeks ago halted exports, with losses estimated at up to $500-mil. There was no word on when gas line damaged in a bombing Tuesday or a north-south line bombed Sunday might be fixed (story 1650 GMT). A source Tuesday reported a fire caused by the bombing of the north-south line was out Monday.
