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Storms in Illinois Cause Outages, Chicago Airport Delays                                                         Summer storms that swept through northern Illinois Wednesday evening left tens of thousands of people without power and delayed flights at Chicago's two airports.  A city aviation spokeswoman said Midway Airport had delays of 1 1/2 hours for both departures and arrivals, while O'Hare International Airport had delays of up to an hour for arrivals. About 112,000 customers were without power Wednesday night, the majority in areas south and southwest of downtown Chicago and in the southwestern suburbs. Power Back After Storms Roar Through Indiana
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Power was restored this afternoon after storms early this morning and Wednesday night brought a combination of wind, rain and lightning that flooded streets and runways, left tens of thousands of Hoosiers temporarily without power, and dumped nearly a month's worth of rain in one night.  And here's the punch line. We may have to endure another round of storms again tonight.  For Indianapolis customers of Indianapolis Power & Light Co., the second storm was worse, said utility spokeswoman Crystal Livers-Powers.  At one point, 13,000 customers lost power for about 5 minutes when a substation on the city's Southside was knocked out of service.  The two storms left 20,000 IPL customers without electricity at some point, mostly on the city's north and west sides. By 8 a.m., however, IPL had restored service to all but 800 customers, Livers-Powers said.  Cinergy, which provides service to many Hoosiers outside the Indianapolis area, reported 41,000 customers lost power during the storms, but only 6,400 were without power this morning. Most were in the Lafayette area, which was particularly hard hit, said spokeswoman Angeline Protogere.  Altogether, the storms left more than 100,000 Hoosiers without power at various times.  At the peak of the storm's aftermath, for example, 8,000 customers in Niles were without electric power, he said. This morning at about 8:30 a.m., only 750 customers were without power.  High winds knocked down trees and power lines, and lightning briefly disrupted Marion County's emergency dispatch center. Lightning also punched a 3- to 4-foot hole in an Indianapolis International Airport taxiway and knocked many runway lights out of service.  "We wrestled with keeping those operating," airport spokesman Dennis Rosebrough said.  Winds knocked down trees and power lines in Tippecanoe County and in the Logansport area, blocking roads and hitting a mobile home. http://www.indystar.com/articles/1/164409-2211-093.html

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CA Consumers Urged to Conserve Electricity                                                                                   

Rising temperatures this week have led to record demand for electricity to power air conditioners and calls from state officials to conserve energy.  For the third day in a row, the peak amount of electricity used statewide has exceeded a record set five years ago, according to the California Independent System Operator, which manages most of the state's electric grid.  Noting that forecasts are calling for hotter-than-average weather throughout California in the next two weeks, the ISO is urging consumers and businesses to conserve electricity by avoiding the use of major appliances between 4 and 6 p.m. and turning off unneeded lights, appliances and electronic devices. "I anticipate we will have enough power for the summer," said Claudia Chandler, spokeswoman for the California Energy Commission.  However, there's always the possibility that power outages could result if something goes wrong with the electricity system's infrastructure, such as a power plant shutting down unexpectedly or a problem with transmission lines, she pointed out.  "We have fires in Southern California right now which have impacted electricity supplies in those service territories," she said. Phoenix Area Hospitals Anticipate No Outages of Power                                                                 Northeast Valley hospitals are anticipating no power shortages, even though hospitals in Phoenix and Glendale lost power this week and had to use backup generators.  Area hospitals are following energy conservation practices requested by APS, such as raising thermostat settings and dousing the lights in non-clinical units.  The two Mayo centers, Scottsdale Healthcare's two Scottsdale hospitals and Paradise Valley Hospital in north Phoenix all are equipped with emergency diesel generators that can nearly match the normal power supply. Each has about a three-day fuel supply and agreements with suppliers for more fuel.  Critical pieces of equipment are typically on emergency power supplies. Hospital sources say some elective surgeries and other non-emergency services might be curtailed in a power shortage, but no patients would be at risk.

Power Virtually Restored in Louisville; Utility Faces Review
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Power has been restored to virtually every customer who lost electricity during last week's storms. Now, Louisville Gas and Electric's response to the outages will be graded by the Kentucky Public Service Commission.  LG&E has about the same number of locally based workers as it had two decades ago, despite having a third more customers. But company officials say better technology and the ability to bring in workers from neighboring utilities mean its ability to respond hasn't been diminished despite adding 90,000 customers since 1980.  The utility had 255 repair workers ready when last Tuesday's storm led to the largest power outage in LG&E history, cutting off electricity to 115,000 customers. El Paso Corp. unit El Paso Natural Gas Co. said Thursday repairs on its Gallup C turbine in Northwest New Mexico previously scheduled for July 27 would be postponed until August 24. The check valve replacement was expected to reduce the capacity of the San Juan Basin by 325 million cubic feet per day, according to a posting on the company’s Web site. In addition, in updated postings on the site, the company said repairs on the Wenden GE turbine in Southwest Arizona would not be complete until the end of July or early August.
