Update -- AEP Power Outages 
The number of area residents still without electricity in the wake of Wednesday's severe storm is down to a few thousand.  As of 10:15 a.m. EDT Friday, American Electric Power said only 6,400 customers remained without power, compared to the more than 36,000 who lost their electricity at the peak of the storm.  Of those 6,400, 3,900 were from the Buchanan area and the remainder from the South Bend, Elkhart and Three Rivers areas. In the city of Niles, only a few of the 8,000 customers of the Niles Utilities Department were still without electricity Friday. The number also had dwindled considerably in southern Cass County, with just 31 customers of Midwest Energy still without electricity.

Underscoring the strength of global oil markets, Opec producers are selling more crude at higher prices than at any time in the last 24 years, without any significant easing of their term contract pricing formulas. Saudi Arabia, like other producers, has made only minor adjustments, with no significant easing of price levels needed to move more crude. As a result, Saudi Arabian Light cost US refiners $33-$38 per barrel in the second quarter, according to Petroleum Intelligence Weekly’s latest price scorecard.
