ERCOT Expects Record Electricity Demand in Texas August 14

With temperatures above 100 in many parts of Texas, the Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT) is
expected to set arecord electricity demand of up to 65,800 MW. Two coal-fired plantstotaling 970 MW were not
operating on Monday. The region has 70,200 MW of generation, and ERCOT can curtail 1,100 MW of load. As of
3:47 p.m. local time, total generation in ERCOT was 61,249 MW with an Adjusted Regponsive Reserve of 2,633
MW.
