The board of directors of the New York Independent System Operator on Monday approved phase one of a reliability planning process developed by NYISO and market participants, NYISO said. The roadmap allows NYISO, with input from stakeholders--transmission owners, generators, developers of merchant transmission and demand response resources and the New York State Public Service Commission--to identify and resolve reliability issues affecting the New York electricity system. The next phase of the planning process involves the development of a comprehensive ten year plan.

Putin Says Russian Oil Companies to Boost Exports: White House

Russian President Vladimir Putin reassured US President Bush on Monday that Russian oil companies will continue to boost production and exports, a White House spokesman said. The two leaders talked for 15 minutes by phone early Monday, spokesman Scott McClellan told reporters.  Putin's remarks came as Russian oil major Yukos cut its 2004 output forecast Monday and announced sweeping cost reductions, saying that blocked access to bank accounts frozen by legal authorities required curtailed operations. Most Evacuees Return to Homes in Moss Bluff                                                         Almost all the people forced to flee their homes after an underground gas explosion in Texas are back home now. They returned home on Monday, though the fire at the storage site north of Houston is still burning. Authorities reduced the evacuation zone to one mile around the site -- and only one family lives inside that zone.  Duke Energy had expected the fire to burn itself out but that hasn't happened yet.
