Industry sources told Platt’s that two of Entergy Corp's power plants, the 1,890 MW oil- and gas-fired Sabine plant and the 425-MW RSCogen plant, were damaged by Hurricane Rita and went off-line due to the storm.  Entergy said it has 14 units in the area affected by Hurricane Rita and that 12 units were now off-line.

An extension (to October 24) for the waiver of the Jones Act was signed Monday by DHS Secretary Michael Chertoff. Department of Energy Secretary, Samuel Bodman, commented, "In the aftermath of these two hurricanes, the administration remains committed to using the tools at our disposal to ensure our nation's fuel markets remain well supplied.”

Several Refineries Shutting to Install Clean-Fuel Units

The Toledo Blade reported that BP shut down a portion of its Toledo, Ohio, oil refinery to install equipment allowing the plant to meet produce the new Ultra low sulfur gasoline and diesel.
