Fire at Algeria's Skikda Oil Port Under Control

Firefighters brought a blaze at Algeria's Skikda oil terminal under control on Wednesday and the facility is expected to restart by Friday, officials said.  Skikda is a major export port for LNG and naphtha, which is used to make gasoline.  A massive explosion at the Skikda refinery in 2004 killed 23 people and destroyed a large part of the plant. The Skikda refinery is an important supplier to export markets in Europe, Asia and the United States.
