U.S. Refineries to Recover from Storms by End of Year -- EIA

U.S. refining capacity should return to pre-hurricane levels by the end of December, the head of the U.S. Energy Information Administration said on Wednesday.  The amount of U.S. refining capacity still offline will average 560,000 barrels per day in November, falling to 300,000 bpd in December, EIA Administrator Guy Caruso said.  However, restoring oil output will take longer. Crude oil production from the offshore U.S. Gulf of Mexico should return to normal levels by the end of March 2006, the EIA said.  Offshore natural production is also expected to be back to normal levels by end of next March, the agency said.
