30,000 to 50,000 Xcel Energy Customers in CO Lose Power Sunday                                    Thousands of residents were left without electricity and motorists were slowed by icy roads Monday after a storm blanketed Colorado with as much as 14.5 inches of snow.   In Boulder County, some brief power outages were reported; snow ranging from about 2 inches to more than 9 inches fell across the area. Between 30,000 and 50,000 Xcel Energy customers lost electricity during the peak of the storm, which moved into metropolitan Denver Sunday evening, Xcel spokesman Steve Roalstad said. 4 Iraqi Pipelines Blown Up – Oil Exports to Turkey Halted                                                    Iraqi oil exports to Turkey were halted after a series of attacks, including a major strike on a pipeline network connecting wells west of Kirkuk with the main export pipeline and refineries further south, oil officials said.  "We stopped exports today at 6:00 pm (1500 GMT) because of the attacks and it will take at least 10 days to complete the repair work and resume exports," said an official with the Northern Oil Co., who wished not to be identified.  Explosions hit a network connecting the Khubbaz oil wells with refineries in Baiji and Baghdad, further south, and the main export pipeline running to the northern Turkish terminal of Ceyhan on the Mediterranean, said General Turhan Yusif, Kirkuk's police chief.  "This is one of the most powerful and most serious attacks ever," said the oil official.
