Storm Cuts Power to 67,000 in Northwest U.S.
Strong winds that toppled trees and sheared power lines in Washington state and Oregon on Wednesday cut electricity service to around 67,000 homes and businesses, local utilities reported. The Spokane, Washington, area suffered the biggest blow, with winds of 50 miles per hour leaving 20,000 customers of Avista Corp. without power. Across the state in western Washington, some 15,000 customers were in the dark, mostly in the Snohomish County Public Utilities District, with scattered outages reported by customers of Seattle City Light and Puget Sound Energy. To the south in Portland, Oregon, 32,000 customers of Portland General Electric were without power, where officials also cited trees and limbs bringing down transmission lines.

Westar to Extend Outage at Kansas 1,235 MW Nuke 

Westar Energy, Inc. on Wednesday said it was extending a refueling and maintenance outage at its Wolf Creek 1,235 megawatt nuclear power plant in Kansas. "After evaluating possible mechanical interference during a reassembly procedure, Wolf Creek management decided to extend the outage an additional seven to 10 days to evaluate the situation," the company said in a statement. Wolf Creek refueling and maintenance outages occur every 18 months, typically during the spring or the fall when energy demand is at its lowest. Wolf Creek Generating Station is near Burlington, Kansas. Braidwood 2 Nuke Fixes Oil Leak in Turbine

Excelon’s Nuclear 1120-1150 MW Braidwood 2 reactor began to exit a refueling outage  Wednesday morning and at 8:00 am it shut back down to repair an oil leak in a turbine.  By early Thursday the repair was completed and it began to ramp back up to 50% power.  By this afternoon the plant was up to 68% of power capacity.

Terrorist Attacks Keep Oil Prices High, but Some Mid-day Profit Taking Occurs
Oil prices held strong near recent peaks on Thursday morning after two deadly explosions in Istanbul fuelled concern about the impact of global political insecurity on oil.  Later in the day, IPE Brent crude oil futures reversed the day's earlier sharp gains in a modest bout of profit-taking, but remained supported by security concerns, traders said.  Although the latest violence has not affected oil supplies, the bombing and the White House evacuation this morning kept overall security fears high on the agenda after a month of regular attacks on U.S. troops in Iraq and a major bombing in Saudi Arabia, both leading oil exporters.   "This morning's reaction leads to a conclusion that markets are considerably more sensitive

than originally thought to this sort of event," said brokers Fimat in a daily report.
