Braidwood 2 Unit Records Fastest PWR Refueling

Exelon's Braidwood-2 claimed a U.S. record for quickest PWR refueling. The 15-day, 14-hour and 57-minute refueling, which ended Nov. 19, also is the second shortest for all U.S. LWRs, Exelon Nuclear said. Braidwood-2's outage was 48 minutes shorter than that of the previous PWR recordholder.  (Of course the record may be somewhat tainted, since just after finishing the refueling and ramping up power on Wednesday, the plant had to shut back down to fix a turbine leak. Mexico's Gulf Coast Crude Oil Loading Ports Reopened

Mexico's three main crude oil loading ports reopened Friday after being closed for two days by poor weather conditions in the Gulf of Mexico. Port officials said Pajaritos, Dos Bocas,, and Cayo Arcas were all open. Dos Bocas had closed at midnight, Tuesday, while Pajaritos and the offshore loading terminal at Cayo Arcas closed early Wednesday. The three ports handle most of the 1.86 million barrels a day of crude oil that state-owned oil monopoly Petroleos Mexicanos (PEM.YY), or Pemex, exports. Pemex also exports some crude from the Pacific coast port of Salina Cruz, which was also open Friday.

Chevron Halts Additional 23,000 bpd of Oil Production in Nigeria
U.S. oil major ChevronTexaco said on Friday it had shut in 23,000 barrels per day (bpd) of oil and evacuated four platforms in southeastern Nigeria after a hostage incident.  The company said in a statement that two of its staff were still being held by ethnic Ijaw militants, after 16 others were rescued by security forces on Thursday at the offshore Middleton and Pennington oil platforms.  The militants, who disrupted some 40 percent of Nigeria's oil output in a March rebellion, seized the platforms in the swamps of the Niger delta on Wednesday.  “Production of 23,000 bpd from Middleton, Pennington, North Apoi and Funiwa has been shut in and personnel evacuated until the situation returns to normal," the statement said.  The California-based company had said on Wednesday that just 300 bpd of oil output was affected by the kidnaping incident.  An additional 140,000 bpd of ChevronTexaco's onshore oil production in the Niger delta has been shut off since March, when scores were killed in the Ijaws' March rebellion.
