Murphy’s Meraux Plant Operational After Weekend Fire   
Murphy's 110,000 - 125,000 barrel per day Meraux, Louisiana refinery is operating normally following 
a Saturday fire that hit a new hydrocracker unit that was being tested.   A Murphy spokeswoman confirmed that the fire was confined to the 32,000 barrel per day hydrocracker, and that other units at the plant were not affected.  The spokeswoman said that it would take about a week to complete repairs on the unit, and that startup procedures would begin soon afterward.  A hydrocracker is a unit used to process high-octane gasolines, jet fuels, and reformer changer stocks.  Earlier Monday, a source with knowledge of the refinery's operations said its gasoline unit had restarted after being shut on Sunday.
