Over 10,000 Lose Power in North Oakland, South Berkeley, California

A fast-moving storm packing high winds dumped up to 18 inches of snow in the Sierra Nevada on Saturday — bringing cheers to skiers but causing delays to travelers homeward bound from the Thanksgiving holiday.  A failed instrument landing system at Reno-Tahoe International Airport further complicated travel from the area, forcing the delay or cancellation of 69 flights for thousands of travelers. In the Bay Area, winds also downed power lines, knocking out electricity to thousands of customers in north Oakland and south Berkeley. PG&E spokesman David Eisenhauer said about 10,000 customers in the area around 54th Street and Shattuck Avenue were affected. There was also an outage around 94th Avenue and B Street in Oakland. Ship Spills 30,000 Gallons of Oil Near Philadelphia

Contained by Floating Barriers 
The Cyprus-flagged vessel Athos 1 was carrying about 325,000 gallons of oil when the spill occurred. 

The spill was contained as of about noon Saturday, Coast Guard spokesman Patrick Montgomery told CNN. The vessel first called the Coast Guard about 9:15 p.m. Friday to report the leak. Edwards said it would take days to clean up the 10-mile portion of the river.  Other vessels were lined up, waiting to pass through the area.  Divers found a six-foot-long gash in the tanker.  The worst spill on the river in nearly a decade stalled commercial vessels trying to move cargo through the Port of Philadelphia, killed hundreds of birds, and stymied investigators. Norway's Statoil has been forced to shut in some 205,000 b/d of crude output and "a small amount" of natural gas production in the North Sea following a gas leak at its Snorre A platform Sunday evening, a company spokeswoman said Monday. This includes about 130,000 b/d of oil produced from the Snorre A platform and 75,000 b/d from the Vigdis field, whose output is processed at Snorre A, the spokeswoman said. An injection well on the platform began leaking gas around 19:00 Sunday (1400 GMT), prompting the company to evacuate 180 crew members to surrounding platforms and cease production immediately. Some 36 workers were left behind to combat the leak, Statoil said in a statement.
