Fire Causes Little Damage to FPL R.I. Power Plant

Florida-based FPL Group Inc.'s 515-megawatt Rhode Island State Energy Partners natural gas-fired power station in Rhode Island likely did not suffer major damage from a fire early Friday, a spokesman for FPL's FPL Energy subsidiary said.   There was a small fire in the air inlet duct housing for one of the plant's combustion turbines at about 9 a.m. EST that lasted about 10 minutes, the spokesman said.  The plant, a combined-cycle unit with two 163 MW gas turbines and one 189 MW steam turbine, was not operating at the time of the fire.

Hurricane Ivan Oil Production Shut-in Statistics 

Shut-in oil production is equivalent to 10.68% of daily production of oil in GOM, which is approximately 1.7 million BOPD.  The 181,601 barrels per day that is currently shut-in is approximately 0.92% of the 19.7 million barrels consumed in the U.S. each day.  The cumulative shut-in oil production for the period 9/11/04-12/02/04 is 33,207,518 bbls, which is equivalent to 5.489% of the yearly production of oil in the GOM which is approximately 605 million barrels.

Hurricane Ivan Natural Gas Production Shut-in Statistics

Shut-in gas production is equivalent to 5.17% of the daily production of gas in the GOM, which is approximately 12.3 BCFPD.  The 635.77 MMCF per day that is currently shut-in is approximately 1.06% of the 60.184 BCF consumed in the U.S. each day.  The cumulative shut-in gas production 9/11/04-12/02/04 is 131.732 BCF, which is equivalent to 2.960% of the yearly production of gas in the GOM which is approximately 4.45 TCF.

FERC to Issue Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on Wind Power Jan 19
The US Federal Energy Regulatory Commission will issue a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on Jan 19, 2005 open meeting in a bid to create uniformity in windfarm grid links and encourage the construction of more wind generation, a FERC official confirmed Friday. FERC Chairman Pat Wood III had mentioned the rulemaking on Wednesday at a FERC conference on wind energy in Denver. The Western states have tremendous opportunities to generate power from wind, but there's a deficiency: inadequate high−voltage power lines to carry the electricity to consumers. "There is a need to have a robust transmission grid," said Pat Wood, chairman of the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC), during a conference on wind energy on Wednesday, December 1. Wood said lack of a regional collaboration to build and manage transmission lines is thwarting new investment in the grid. "A robust grid will ensure good pricing for

electricity and savings for consumers," Wood said, noting that newer transmission lines will help wind−power developers better compete across Western electricity markets and offer lower prices.
