OPEC is set to cut production from Jan. 1 to slow the build in heavy sour oil supply and try to put a floor under wobbly oil prices, a trim that will -- if fully implemented -- do away with most of the excess production above the organization's 27 million barrel per day official output ceiling. The decision made Friday at the OPEC ministerial summit in Cairo was to cut output by 1 million b/d, with Saudi Arabia likely accounting for half of that volume.

Oil Prices Fall Despite OPEC Output Cut
Oil prices fell to four-month lows on Friday even though the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries moved to curb production above its official 27 million barrel-per-day output ceiling. At the New York Mercantile Exchange, crude oil futures for January delivery CLF5> settled down $1.82, or 4.3 percent, at $40.71 a barrel after hitting a fresh four-month low of $40.25. Oil prices also took pressure from a resumption of oil flows through Iraq's northern pipeline to the Turkish port of Ceyhan after a 12-day halt.
