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Thousands Still Without Power Across County

While a number of Licking County residents have regained power, 41,599 American Electric Power customers were still without electricity this morning. Current outage figures from the Energy Cooperative were not available Tuesday morning, but the organization reported 3,100 customers were without power as of Monday afternoon. In all, the storm knocked out power to more than 55,000 AEP and Energy Cooperative customers in Licking County at the height of the outages. Energy Cooperative Spokesman Brad Byrd expected 90 percent of customers who had originally lost power Thursday to be restored by midnight Wednesday. Some customers of both companies experienced a second power loss Monday due to a problem affecting a 69,000-volt transmission line near Utica.

According to Lisa Hooker, director of communications for South Central Power Co., about 18,000 of the company's customers were without power Monday afternoon. At the height of the outage Thursday, Hooker said, about 54,000 of the 105,000 customers South Central Power serves were without power. "It is our hope the bulk of these 18,000 people will have their service restored before (this) evening," Hooker said. "In the meantime, people will (gradually) continue to have their power come back on." Hooker estimates about 1,000 South Central customers in Lancaster are without power and about 6,200 customers in Canal Winchester and Pickerington combined do not have electricity. The rest of South Central Power's customers are in the Circleville and Hillsboro areas. American Electric Power also has electric customers in Fairfield County. According to company spokeswoman Vikki Michalski, 83,000 of AEP's 1.4 million customers in Ohio were without electricity Monday morning.

Tens of thousands of customers were left without power and at least three traffic deaths were blamed on the weather, one in Massachusetts and two in North Carolina. The storm's combination of wind, freezing rain and snow snapped tree limbs and power lines Sunday in the Carolinas. About 2,100 customers were still without electricity Monday in North Carolina, down from a peak of 14,000. More than 16,000 homes and businesses were blacked out Sunday in South Carolina, but that number was down to less than 5,000 Monday morning. Traffic resumed early Monday on Interstate 95 in eastern North Carolina after hundreds of travelers spent the night in hotel lobbies and shelters.

Later on Dec. 27, however, the company had to shut the unit again after it reached 10 percent of capacity due to a problem with a feedwater control system.

New Jersey Orders 15-month Moratorium on Offshore Wind Projects
New Jersey Acting Gov Richard Codey (Democrat) has ordered a 15-month freeze on offshore wind projects while a panel studies the issue. An Executive Order dated Dec 23 acknowledges that wind could help relieve the state's reliance on fossil fuels and improve air quality, but notes that the "marine and coastal environment is an important natural resource [and]...an important economic and recreational resource," which must be protected. During the moratorium, the state will not provide permits or funding for any projects.
